Concessions Operations

Thank you for your interest in joining us at the Dutchess County Fair!  The Dutchess County Fair is the largest six day fair in New York State and according to industry “insiders” has long been considered the best six day county fair in the country.   166 years old, The Dutchess County Fair boasts a tradition of excellence. 

Drawing from a one hundred-fifty mile plus radius of Rhinebeck, the Dutchess County Fair enjoys huge fan loyalty.   Some interesting information about our guests;

· 59% of those completing the survey had visited the fair 5 out of the last 5 years

· 80% had visited at least 3 out of the past 5 years

· 85% responded that they plan to attend this year’s fair

Concessions are chosen on product/services, the application and support materials, concessions experience, booth presentation and location available.  There is no deadline for applications and an application will be considered for two years from receipt.  Incomplete applications will not be considered.  Applications will be acknowledged with a confirmation of receipt letter.  Concession License applications are available at www.dutchessfair.com .

Typically, new concessions are invited to join us in mid-April on.  Contracts to existing concessions are sent out in February and by mid-April we know who will not be returning. There are very few openings and the selection process is very competitive.

Types of License Agreements

Food Concessions – Concessionaires pay a deposit and amenities charges to hold their location at the Fair.  They will pay 18% (unless located in a DCAS facility) of gross sales after applicable sales tax.  

Inside Sales – Concessions located in one of our Commercial Exhibit buildings. Licenses are issued for selling and/or ordering or displaying and/or promoting a product or service.  Rates for Inside Sales booth are $40/linear foot and 10 feet depth, plus amenities.  A 10x10 space is the smallest available.  

Specialty Foods – Concessions located in our Specialty Foods building. Licenses are issued for selling and/or ordering or displaying and/or promoting a packaged food or farm product.  Rates for Specialty Foods booth are $40/linear foot and 10 feet depth, plus amenities.  A 10x10 space is the smallest available.  

Craft Tent  – Concessions located in one of our three large Craft Tents. Licenses are issued for selling and/or ordering or displaying and/or promoting a product or service.  Special consideration is given to hand-crafted items.  Rates for Craft Tent booth are $40/linear foot and 10 feet depth, plus amenities.  A 10x10 space is the smallest available.  

Distinctly Dutchess – Concessions located in our Distinctly Dutchess tent are showcasing products grown or produced in Dutchess County. Rates for Distinctly Dutchess booth are $40/linear foot and 10 feet depth, plus amenities.  A 10x10 space is the smallest available.
Non-profit  – A limited number of non-profit vendors for the fair are selected by a lottery system from applications submitted.  Costs for these spaces include only liability insurance coverage, gate passes and a modest administration fee.  Non profits can also apply for regular vendor space.  Non-profits should apply after January 1st and will be notified by May 1st if they are selected for the complimentary booths.  Political or religious non-profits are not eligible for the drawing per the Agricultural Society by-laws.  The Fair reserves the right to exclude any organization.  

License fees are subject to change and cover most the usual and ordinary costs with the exception of electric connection and/or consumption, waste and recycling fees, tent rentals, liability insurance coverage, gate admission for personnel and other extraordinary costs.  Limited on-site camp sites and on-site storage are available at an additional charge on a first come first served basis.
