PARTICIPATION RULES: 

1. All work must be original, and designed by the artist.  The following categories are not acceptable cut bottles, dried or pressed flower arrangements, kits, seed and pod decorations, digitally enhanced photography*, embellished objects and ready-made clothing.  (*photography is considered digitally enhanced when it no longer looks like the original).  NO BUY-SELL OR COMMERCIAL PRODUCTS!  We are committed to assuring a quality show of the highest standards.
2. Show Management has the right to accept other types of exhibits on a very limited basis including gourmet specialties, seasonal plants/herbs or other items that may compliment the overall theme of the event.

3. Artists (and/or partner) whose name appears on the application must be present during all show hours, both days and will show only their own work in the category in which they are accepted. 

4.  The work sold at the festival must be of the same nature and quality as the images submitted for jury in the artist’s application.  Crafts at Rhinebeck has the right to ask artists to remove work that was not juried in to the show or that differ from images submitted and accepted.

5.  No booth sharing between artists permitted. Partners must collaborate in their creative process.  

6.  Artists must show work only in the category approved by the jury.  Selection by the jury of an artist’s work within one category shall not be deemed to authorize exhibition by the same artist in any other category.   

7.  The Show Committee will examine each booth to ensure that all work is original and made by the artist present and that the rules of the show are adhered to by each participating artist.

8. No booth or display may be dismantled or removed from its assigned space prior to 6pm on Sunday.  No storage beyond the designated booth space.  Please plan your layout accordingly.  The use of extra display panels, chairs or signage will not be permitted.  

9.  Participating exhibitors are responsible for collecting and paying current city and state sales tax for all sales made during the show. Exhibitors must have a valid state sales tax certificate.  Tax certification processing may take up to six weeks.  You may submit an application without tax id but you must have your certificate before you can participate in the event.  Contact the following to obtain information & applications:  New York State:  800-462-8100.

10. The festival reserves the right, if circumstances demand, to change the location of allocated space, slightly reduce or increase the size of space.

11.  Artists must comply with all staff and security regarding site safety and regulations.  Vehicles must be parked only in designated areas, noncompliance will result in elimination from consideration for any future shows.  Abusive or disrespectful behavior toward patrons, staff, jurors, volunteers or fellow artists will result in disqualification from Crafts at Rhinebeck in the future. 

12. Crafts at Rhinebeck reserves the right to make a determination on any of the above rules.  It also reserves the right to accept or decline any applicant that it deems in violation of the participation rules.  Crafts at Rhinebeck does not discriminate on the basis of sex, age, race, creed, national origins or sexual orientation.  The procedures, rules and fees outlined in this application are subject to change without notice.  

SELECTION PROCEDURE

Crafts at Rhinebeck chooses a panel of experienced jurors.  For the sake of their privacy we do not publish the names of our jurors. The festival director does not vote in the jury process.  Our process ensures that every artist’s work is evaluated.  All applications are scored numerically and invitations are extended to those who receive the highest scores.  Final cut-off scores will vary from one medium to another.  A waiting list is created from the scores immediately following those awarded exhibition space.  Our decision is final with regard to acceptability of work. Notification of acceptance or denial will be mailed early March 2012.  Specific questions regarding our jury process will be answered by email at info@dutchessfair.com.

ELECTRICITY

Electricity is included in your booth fee and is limited to 300 watts per booth space.  Any additional wattage is $60 per 300 watts. Electricity is NOT available for outside booths. 

SECURITY

Security is provided during the show, overnight hours and breakdown.  We assume no responsibility for damage, theft or loss of exhibitor work, personal property or display.  We urge all exhibitors to carry their own insurance.  

DIGITAL IMAGES

Digital Images:  Submit 5 high resolution digital images of your work on a CD clearly marked with the primary artist name.  Four of the images must consist of individual pieces and one of the booth display containing artwork.  Sharp, accurate color reproduction is important. Images cannot be any larger the 1920x1920 pixels @ 72dpi.  Photographs will not be accepted.  

ADVERTISMENT CAMPAIGN

Our advertising campaign consists of radio, internet, billboards, print media and artisan’s direct mailings.  Postcards are available to accepted artists upon request.  It is very important to distribute the postcards as a method of promoting the show.   We reserve the right to use images for publicity and advertising and encourage you to include a resume or pertinent information.

BOOTH DISPLAYS

You are required to provide a self-contained display.  Backdrops or enclosures, such as drapes, panels, walls, etc.  are required. Pipe & drape is available for rent through NorthEast Decorating.  Information will be sent along with your contract. 

ACCOMMODATIONS & TRAVEL INFO

Detailed travel and set-up instructions and information on parking, hotels, etc will be sent to exhibitors on acceptance.  Please visit dutchesstourism.com for a complete listing of area accommodations.  

CAMPING 

Camping is available to participating artists.  Shower and restroom facilities are available.  Rates (includes water & electric):  4 nights $65; 3 nights $50; 2 nights $35; 1 night $20.  Tent camping is not permitted.  

CANCELLATION POLICY

There are no refunds for cancellations.  In order to receive a partial refund of $150 of your booth fee you must present  medical documentation to the show office.
