OVER 78,000 POUNDS OF OLD ELECTRONICS TURNED IN DURING DUTCHESS COUNTY FAIRGROUNDS AND ADVANCED RECOVERY, INC.

E-WASTE TAKE-BACK DAYS PROGRAM ON SEPTEMBER 18-20, 2009

Rhinebeck NY – September 30, 2009: Citizens and businesses from all over the Hudson Valley turned out to turn in more than 78,000 pounds of old electronic devices during the Electronics Take-Back Days program hosted by The Dutchess County Fairgrounds, in partnership with Advanced Recovery, Inc. on September 18th, 19th and 20th . Held at the Dutchess County Fairgrounds, individuals could bring as much of their old electronic equipment as they could fit into their cars to the Fairgrounds, for a flat fee of $10 per car, leave those items for safe, effective disposal/recycling by Advanced Recovery. The event – the second e-waste take-back event at the Fairgrounds this year – was held as a public service for all Hudson Valley communities.

“The Fairgrounds wanted to give back to its communities, to provide a service that folks couldn’t readily get elsewhere, and the turnout was terrific,” says Laurie Rich, Coordinator of the Fairgrounds’ Green Initiative. “On Saturday alone all four of Advanced Recovery’s trucks were filled.”

People from as far away as Hudson, Greene County and Westchester made the trek to recycle a total of 78,447 pounds of material, including 21,452 pounds of computer monitors, 19,459 pounds of televisions, and 13,077 pounds of computer systems and servers.  “Those were just the ‘big ticket’ items,” says Rich. “We saw everything from huge office photocopiers to small, rechargeable batteries to stereos from the 1960s.”

Added to the more than 69,000 pounds of e-waste turned in during the Fairgrounds first e-waste event, held during Earth Week, 2009, the Fairgrounds and Advanced Recovery took in a total of nearly 74 tons of electronics this year.

“With these successes, we expect E-waste take-back weekends to become a tradition here at the Fairgrounds,” Rich says. “We’re hoping to top 100,000 pounds when we hold the next event in spring 2010.”
