DC FAIRGROUNDS 4TH OF JULY GREAT AMERICAN CELEBRATION
Rhinebeck, NY…  From July 2 to July 4, the Dutchess County
Fairgrounds will host their largest 4th of July event, the Great American Celebration. The 3-day event features two professional rodeos on Friday, July 2 ending in the first of 3 nights of fireworks. Two huge Demolition Derbies take place on Saturday July 3 and end with a second night of fireworks and on Sunday July 4th, the renowned Hudson Valley Philharmonic will perform a spectacular accompaniment to the weekend’s fireworks finale.
Gates open for the Great American Celebration at 4pm on Friday, July 2. Carnival rides for children, a petting zoo, pony rides, bicycle giveaways, homemade apple pie and a vast assortment of the fairgrounds’ favorite foods are presented throughout the weekend. The first professional Rodeo Show starts at 5pm. The second show is at 8pm and fireworks will commence at dusk. Admission to the fairgrounds is free on Friday. Rodeo grandstand tickets are $10 (paid seats all ages) or $8.00 in advance on line. Parking is $5.00.
On Saturday, the gates open at 2pm and the roaring Demolition Derby has a first show at 3:30pm and a second performance at 7:30pm. Fireworks will once again commence at dusk. Saturday admission to the fairgrounds is free. Demolition Derby grandstand seats are $10 (paid seats all ages) and $8.00 in advance. Parking is $5.00.

The Dutchess County Regional Chamber of Commerce will have balloons launching from the fairgrounds at 6pm on both Friday and Saturday as a coordinated part of the three-day Dutchess County Balloon Festival. The Old Rhinebeck Aerodrome’s bi-plane will be flying over the fairgrounds at approximately 6:30pm to add to the festivities. 

On July 4th (Sunday) the gates open at 4pm. The Declaration of Independence will be read prior to the  Hudson Valley Philharmonics’ performance at 8pm and the weekends’ fireworks finale starts at dusk. Sunday’s fairgrounds admission is $12 per adult ($8.00 in advance) and children under 12 are admitted free. An alternative admission is to pay by the carload for $45 ($35 in advance).
