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FAIR HOSTS “THE TOP 40 NEWS STORIES OF OUR TIME”
Rhinebeck NY … Every year during the Dutchess County Fair, (August 24-29 in 2010), Building “E” is a hub of activity. Cooking demonstrations, children’s shows, the proud display of winning ribbons in arts, crafts, culinary, antiques and more keep the buildings’ aisles buzzing. But, this year there is one more reason to visit the popular Arts and Crafts Building and that’s a very unique display of “The Top 40 News Stories of our Time”.

Grandparents and parents alike can share the history of our landmark news stories with their children or just reminisce with the age old question -“Where were you when…? 

The display features 70 original banner headlines from America’s leading newspapers including the Boston Globe, Chicago Tribune, Los Angeles Times and the New York Times. Audio tracks with excerpts from celebrated speeches, live coverage of breaking news and popular music that hit the radio waves across the decades are all included in this inspiring presentation.

The collection began with historians and news media experts making sure which subject met established criteria. Was the story spectacular in nature? Was it an event that dominated the news for an extended period of time? Did it reveal something extraordinary about the human spirit? Did it symbolize a turning point in U.S. or world history?

The next step was a survey distributed in the summer of 2007. The distribution was from coast to coast and the survey completed by individuals age 18 to 90. The tabulated results were used to design this traveling exhibit.
